Axle end parts “seat in” during normal vehicle operation. Therefore, it is recommended to repeat the torquing procedure after 50 - 100
miles of operation, after each tire change or whenever nuts are removed. Torque to 450-500 ft.-lbs. Check the torque output of impact
wrenches frequently. Torque wrenches should be calibrated periodically. Record calibration dates.
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
